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A Chinese School Is Among The Award Recipients At 2nd Annual Positivo Talent Awards In Educational Technology

The innovative initiative from Peng’s English Training School was among the top award winners in the Positivo Talent Award promoted by Positivo Informática.  Their project was selected from over 700 submissions received from Brazil and around the world, 


CURITIBA, BRAZIL 11/12/2008 – On the evening of November 6th the Chinese teacher Fu Hayan Elea, was one of the award-winning educators recognized at the Second Annual Positivo Talent Award in Educational Technology.  The ceremony took place at the Positivo University – ExpoUnimed Curitiba, and it was promoted by the Educational Technology division of Positivo Informática, the national leader in educational technology and the largest computer manufacturer in the country, with the sponsorship of Intel and the support of Microsoft.  The event highlighted innovative projects that used Positivo Informática’s educational technology solutions, including software, multi-sensory learning panels, educational hardware and portals like Aprende Brasil (www.aprendebrasil.com.br). 

The project “A New World for Chinese Students” won second place in the International Category of the Positivo Talent Award (all educational levels) and placed China as one of the three finalists in this prestigious award.  This award-winning initiative from the Peng’s English Training School in China used a multi-sensory learning panel and it was motivated by the growing interest for children to learn a second language.

To help students overcome their greatest difficulty – forming sentences – Fu Hayan Elea created a project using E-Blocks English multisensory program. As a result, the students who used the method were able to develop  skills for phonetically recognizing words while improving their spelling.  They also developed their team spirit, speaking skills, competitiveness and leadership.  Another interesting fact was that after only one month of classes, the students were already able to use the program without the help of their teacher, which made the students more independent and strengthened their self-esteem.

In addition to the honored Chinese project, the other finalists in the international category included projects developed by educators in Mexico and the United States.  Furthermore, the winners in the national categories included public school educators from the following Brazilian cities:  São Leopoldo (RS), Curitiba (PR), Jundiaí (SP), Piracicaba (SP), Salvador (BA), Congonhas (MG), Garça (SP), Ouro Branco (MG) and Itanhaém (SP).  All the winners were selected by a pedagogical team of judges from Positivo Informática and two PhDs in education from two independent institutions: the distinguished Professor Léa Fagundes, from the Federal University of Rio Grande do Sul (UFRS) and Professor Elizete Lúcia Moreira Matos from PUC-PR.  The selection criteria was based on the presentation of a consistent and current pedagogical proposal that used Positivo Informática’s technology and that was capable of involving the school community, raising awareness and enhancing the students’ educational experience.


The unique combination of talent and initiative received special recognition during the ceremony by André Caldeira, Vice President of the Educational Technology Division of Positivo Informática’s..  “We are extremely pleased.
